- usually GCSEs. The compulsory national curriculum subjects taught are classified as ‘core’ and 
‘foundation.’

● Modern Foreign Languages 

At Headlands School we offer all of these. We also provide Religious Education (RE) and Sex 
Education at Key Stage 4. Details of the specific courses can be found in our GCSE Information 
Booklet. 

English Baccalaureate (EBacc) 

In the Department for Education Performance Tables, the EBacc shows how many students got a 
GCSE grade 5 or above in English, Maths, 2 Sciences, a language, and History or Geography.  At 
Headlands School we offer the Ebacc as a choice for students as part of our year 9 into year 10 
options process.
